The data set forth in this chapter indicate that the total number of recorded crimes
during (2025) amounted to (561) offenses, of which (414) occurred during daytime and
(147) during nighttime, demonstrating a clear predominance of criminal activity in
daylight hours.

Crimes related to drugs and psychotropic substances ranked first, with (129) cases
confirming their status as a major criminal and security concern. They were followed by
crimes against property involving violence and crimes against persons, totaling (100)
cases, reflecting a significant threat to public safety.

Crimes against persons and their physical integrity, as well as crimes against individual
freedom, recorded comparable figures (74 and 72) cases respectively underscoring the
continued prominence of offenses targeting individuals.

Although crimes against the State, public administration, and the judiciary appeared in
lower numbers, their seriousness lies in their direct impact on State authority and
institutional integrity, rather than in their quantitative incidence.

Overall, the data reveal a clear distinction between felonies, misdemeanors, and
infractions, with misdemeanors constituting the majority of cases. This statistical
overview provides a concise analytical foundation for assessing crime trends and
supporting the formulation of security and preventive policies aimed at enhancing
public security and stability.
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It concerns crimes against the Personality and Entity of the

State that fall under Book Two, Chapter One (B2 / Ch.1) (1)
including the following:

Crimes committed by international terrorist organizations.
Crimes committed by prohibited local organizations.
Crimes committed by prohibited international organizations.
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This chapter addresses crimes related to international terrorist organizations and
proscribed local and international organizations, based on the reports recorded during

(2025), classified by type of offense and number of respondents.

It aims to highlight the nature of terrorist and organizational threats, including actual
membership, suspected affiliation, support, and planning or incitement, reflecting the

patterns and scope of such activities within the specified time frame.

The chapter also enables an assessment of the volume of cases by organization,
distinguishing between international terrorist groups, proscribed local organizations,
and other international entities, thereby providing an analytical basis for evaluating

security risk levels and trends.
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The data in this chapter indicate that the majority of recorded cases involve suspected
affiliation or membership in proscribed terrorist organizations, particularly those with
an international reach, with only a limited number of cases relating to actual

membership, support, or planning of terrorist acts.

The data further show that, in most cases, the number of respondents is limited to a
single individual, with few exceptions, indicating a predominantly individual nature or

the presence of small cells in such offenses.
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It focuses on the legal classification of
crimes, identifying the most
significant offenses, their time of
occurrence, the status of
investigations, the value of stolen and
recovered funds, and the number of
persons wanted by the Agency
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This chapter examines the crimes recorded during (2025) according to their detailed
descriptions and legal classifications, indicating the volume of each offense, patterns of
commission, temporal distribution, and the resulting security, financial, and human

impacts.

It aims to present a comprehensive overview of the nature and severity of crime,
encompassing serious offenses against persons and property, lesser offenses, as well as

crimes of an economic and administrative nature.

The chapter also provides statistical data on the number of cases referred to the Public
Prosecution, the number of detainees, and the values of stolen and recovered assets,
thereby offering an analytical basis for assessing the security situation and evaluating

the effectiveness of adopted measures.
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The data in this chapter indicate that the total number of criminal case reports reached
(566), with a clear predominance of crimes committed during daytime compared to
nighttime. Drug-related offenses, along with crimes against persons and property,
ranked highest in terms of frequency.
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The data also reveal a significant disparity between the value of stolen assets and
recovered assets, despite achieving notable recovery rates in certain types of theft,
particularly motor vehicle theft.

Furthermore, the figures relating to detainees and wanted persons, the majority of
whom are male, reflect the extent of the security and judicial burden resulting from

these crimes.

Accordingly, this chapter constitutes a reliable statistical foundation for supporting
security
planning, strengthening preventive measures, and directing efforts toward crimes with

the greatest impact on public security and stability.
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Note:

e Unknown Case Reports: These are case reports initiated against

persons whose identities are unknown.

e The majority of wanted individuals have their personal data, places of
residence, and descriptions available on record, and the appropriate

legal measures will be taken against them.
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This chapter addresses the judicial rulings issued in criminal cases, classified
legally into felonies and misdemeanors, with reference to the type of offense, case
report number, nature of the judgment, and number of convicted personsin each case.

It further aims to highlight the outcomes of criminal justice in the cases reviewed,
particularly crimes against persons and property, as well as drug-and alcohol-related
cases, reflecting the level of criminal severity and the diversity of penalties, including
imprisonment, detention, fines, flogging, capital punishment, and acquittal.

This presentation also provides an analytical basis for assessing the extent of
general and specific deterrence, monitoring trends in penal policy, and linking
judicial outcomes to the nature of offenses and their impact on public security.

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The records revealed a clear diversity in judgments and penalties due to the variation in

the nature and severity of crimes.

Long-term custodial sentences were prominent in serious felonies, particularly crimes of
kidnapping, murder, robbery by force, and drug-related offenses, while lighter penalties
were imposed for misdemeanors and minor violations.

Special rulings concerning juveniles were also recorded, in addition to judgments of
acquittal, dismissal of cases, or the application of general amnesty, reflecting a graduated

application of justice in accordance with the applicable legal systems.

This chapter, through numerical data, presented a clear picture of the performance of the
judicial system in confronting crime and constitutes an important statistical reference that
assists in evaluating criminal policy, supporting preventive security measures, and

safeguarding public security and stability.
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This chapter examines the social, professional, and educational characteristics of
defendants in reported crimes during (2025) by analyzing data on occupation, educational
level, and marital status, with a distinction between males and females and their

relationship to the types of crimes committed.

It aims to identify the general patterns of involvement in criminal activity and to support
preventive studies by linking crime to its social determinants and highlighting groups most

vulnerable to engagement in criminal behavior.
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Privios statistical data presented in the records indicate that males constituted the
overwhelming majority of the total number of accused persons, compared to a limited
proportion of females whose involvement was confined to specific types of crimes.

The records also show that unemployed individuals and those engaged in self-employment
represented the highest proportion of the accused.

Furthermore, the data reveal that individuals with intermediate and lower educational
levels accounted for the largest share among the accused, alongside a noticeable
increase in the proportion of unmarried individuals compared to other marital status
categories.

These findings reflect the pivotal role of social, economic, and educational factors in
interpreting crime patterns, thereby underscoring the importance of this chapter as a
significant statistical reference supporting criminal analysis and the understanding of
criminal phenomena.

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The data presented in this chapter demonstrated a clear diversity in the nature of the

annexes, encompassing purely procedural annexes as well as annexes linked to serious
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crimes, such as murder, kidnapping, drug-related offenses, and organized crime, in
bbbaddition to annexes concerning the handover of funds, vehicles, and seized items to

their lawful owners.

The data further indicated that the majority of these annexes did not involve new
accused persons, but were instead recorded within the framework of completing legal
procedures or enforcing judicial and security orders, reflecting the commitment of the
competent authorities to accurate documentation and diligent follow-up of all

developments related to each case.

This, in turn, highlights the integration between security and judicial work, and
underscores the role of annexes in supporting criminal justice, enhancing procedural

integrity, and ensuring the proper conduct of investigations.
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The wanted persons affiliated with the
Ministry of Interior, the Ministry of
Defense, and other security agencies,

whom the Agency handed over in
accordance with the records.
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This chapter presents a statement of handover and referral cases carried out during

(2025), classified by the type of offense, date of submission, and the receiving authority,

whether security, judicial, or diplomatic.

This schedule reflects part of the subsequent enforcement procedures in criminal case
handling, particularly the handover of wanted persons, the referral of those involved,
and actions related to incidents of murder, theft, irregular migration, and drug offenses,

highlighting the diversity of competent authorities involved in law enforcement.

This chapter presented data reflecting the intensity and diversity of handover cases
during the year under review, with a noticeable increase in cases involving individuals
wanted for security reasons, as well as a multiplicity of receiving authorities in

accordance with their legal mandates.
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It also demonstrated the level of coordination between security and judicial

bodies, and underscored the importance of this type of record as both a procedural and

statistical reference that contributes to documenting the course of legal enforcement
procedures, strengthening follow-up and oversight, and supporting the evaluation of

security performance in handling criminal cases.
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Reports completed by the Agency as
a continuation of cases originally
opened at the Security Directorates
and subsequently referred to the
Public Prosecution.
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Through the records presented below, a comprehensive overview is provided of the
criminal reports referred to the Agency during the year (2025) from a number of
Security Directorates.

These records illustrate the types of crimes and the variation in their scale and
severity, ranging from crimes against persons—such as murder, kidnapping, and bodily
harm—to crimes against property, including theft, breach of trust, and fraud, as well as
crimes affecting public order and state security, in addition to offenses involving threats

and the unlawful possession of weapons.

In this chapter, a unified legal classification of the reports was adopted, together with
an indication of the number of accused persons and their distribution by gender, with
the aim of providing an accurate database.

This contributes to analyzing the criminal reality at both the geographical and

institutional levels and enables comparisons between different Security Directorates in
terms of the volume and patterns of cases.

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The statistical findings derived from these records indicate that males constitute the
overwhelming majority of accused individuals, while females represent a limited
proportion, with their involvement generally linked to specific offenses such as breach
of trust, threats, or certain forms of assault.

The data further show that crimes against persons, particularly intentional murder,
kidnapping, and robbery by force, rank among the most serious and impactful offenses,
whereas misdemeanors including minor assault, threats, and breach of trust account
for the largest share in terms of volume.
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The records also reveal a noticeable disparity among Security Directorates in terms of
case density, reflecting variations in security and social environments and underscoring
the importance of spatial statistical analysis in guiding security policies.

Accordingly, these records constitute an important statistical and legal reference for
supporting security planning, strengthening preventive measures, evaluating
institutional performance, and linking crime patterns to their underlying realities in a
manner that contributes to enhancing public security and stability.
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THEMATIC SECTION: CRIMINAL LAW IN THE DIGITAL AGE

Modern technologies have become a factor that
facilitates the commission of crime while, at the
same time, reducing the risks associated with it.
As advanced technologies have become an
integral part of everyday life, offenders increasingly
employ them in their criminal methods and
activities.

Encrypted messaging platforms are now used to
perpetrate offenses such as money laundering and
migrant smuggling, thereby expanding the reach
of perpetrators without revealing their identities.

Furthermore, biometric technologies are exploit
ed to impersonate victims and gain unauthorized
access to sensitive information.

Giving priority to adopting a technology-driven
approach to combating and preventing such
crimes requires the development of intensive
training programs for law enforcement agencies,
in order to align their operational models and
incorporate the three essential pillars of the
criminal justice process, namely: prevention— in-
vestigation — prosecution.

The landscape is evolving at an extremely rapid
pace, and technology represents a double-edged
sword: on the one hand, it enables and
encourages unlawful activities, while on the other
hand, it strengthens law enforcement efforts to
monitor and confront the most dangerous
emerging tools that are reshaping criminal tactics.
Among these are deepfake technologies,
Al-generated voice systems, and the metaverse
environment.

We are therefore facing a major challenge in the
area of crime, which necessitates the adoption
of an adaptive approach through harmonizing
investment in technological capabilities and
continuously developing skills, in order to
withstand and respond effectively to the ever
evolving nature of criminal activity.
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This chapter presents a statistical overview of incidents recorded during (2025)
involving a number of members affiliated with the Ministry of Interior and other
security agencies, based on case records registered in the agency’s official logs.

The data include the types of offenses committed, the number of accused persons,
and their affiliated authorities.

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Based on the statistical records presented above, it is evident that the
registered incidents vary in terms of the type of offense, whether they
involve crimes against persons or property, or cases related to abuse of

authority and breach of official duty.

oversight within security agencies.

These findings contribute to strengthening accountability measures,
enhancing discipline, and improving preventive work within the Ministry of

Interior and other security institutions.
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This chapter presents the statistical data related to Ministry of Defense
personnel who were referred to the Public Prosecution for criminal

incidents, in accordance with the arrest and referral records approved by

the Authority.

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The statistical results presented in the preceding chapter indicate that a number of
criminal cases were recorded against personnel of the Ministry of Defense, based on
those cases referred to the Public Prosecution during the year (2025). The findings
further demonstrate a diversity of crimes addressed in this chapter, including
drug-related offences, crimes against persons, crimes against property, and offences
affecting personal liberty. The statistical indicators also highlight the multiplicity of

patterns of criminal incidents.

Furthermore, the data reveal a variation in the distribution of referrals among the
different entities affiliated with the Ministry of Defense, both in terms of the number of

cases and the types of offences, without their concentration within any single entity.
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This chapter presents a statistical statement of incidents recorded against individuals of
non-Libyan nationalities during the year (2025), based on the official registers of
reports recorded by the Agency.

This chapter contributes to understanding the nature of violations and crimes
associated with foreign nationals within the country and clarifies the statistical data
regarding the volume and patterns of incidents related to irregular migration and
transnational crime.

This reflects their direct negative impact on the security situation, underscoring the
importance of developing control and oversight mechanisms and supporting
institutional efforts to facilitate the effective handling of these phenomena in order to
mitigate their risks to public security and stability.

Major Crimes Detected During This Year.

Following the commencement of duties
by the specialized units and teams in
carrying out their security tasks, and the
execution of numer ous intensive field
operations, in addition to surveillance,
investigation, and information gathering
activities conducted in coordination with
the competent authorities, all necessary
legal and procedural measures were
taken against those involved, and they
were referred to the relevant authorities
in accordance with the applicable legislation.
This was undertaken within the frame
work of the continuous efforts exerted
by the Device to combat terrorism and
organized crime, enhance security and
stability, and reinforce the authority of
the State and the rule of law.
Accordingly, the ten most prominent
crimes that were detected and docu
mented pursuant to the records regis
tered in the Device’s official registers are
presented below, with each crime set out
separately and in detail.

The seized substances included (150
kilo grams) of cocaine, 35 kilograms of
cannabis (hashish), (100,000) tablets
of the narcotic substance (XTC), and
approximately one million tablets of
the drug (Rivotril), locally known as
(Al-Roj.)

All necessary legal procedures were
taken, the individuals involved were
apprehended, and they were referred
to the Office of the Attorny General,
together with the seized items, on
(12/06/2025) Investigations remain
ongoing to identify and apprehend the
remaining members of the criminal
network, whether within or outside
Libyan territory.
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The arrest of a group of individuals
who were proven to have prior
knowledge of the fate of the Mayor of
Qasr Bin Ghashir, Mr. Mohamed Ali
Abdullah Ajjaj. Investigations revealed
that one of the leaders of the Alkani
militia demanded a financial sum from
the municipality’s allocated funds;
however, the mayor refused to comply
with this unlawful request.

As a result, the mayor was forcibly
abducted and arbitrarily detained
inside the Judicial Prison in the city of
Tarhuna, where he remained in custo
dy until the killing of Mohsen Al-Kani.
Following that event, retaliatory kill
ings were carried out against a hum
ber of detainees, estimated at approxi
mately (35 to 40 persons) inside the
Judicial Prison in Tarhuna The mayor
was among those killed.

This incident constitutes a grave crime
and a flagrant violation of human
rights. All necessary legal procedures
were taken, and the suspects were
referred to the Office of the Attorny
General on (09/07/2025).
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The arrest of an individual affiliated with
Ansar al-Sharia, one of the branches of
Al-Qaeda in the Islamic Maghreb, who
served as the emir of the group in the
Al-Baraka and Al-Keesh areas of the city
of Benghazi.

It was also established that he was in
volved in the assassination attempt of
the human rights activist.

Abdullah Mohammed Al-Senussi
Al-Gharianiin Benghazi during the period
when the group controlled the city, by
planting an adhesive explosive device
beneath the victim’s vehicle, which resulted
in the victim sustaining a

permanent disability.

Additionally, he was found to have facili
tated travel procedures for wounded
members of terroristo rganizations.

All necessary legal measures were taken,
and he was referred to the Office of the
Attorny General .
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The arrest of one of the founding members of
Ansar al-Sharia, a branch of Al-Qaeda in the
Islamic Maghreb, who served as one of the
organization’s leaders and religious authori
ties in the city of Benghatzi.

He was responsible for recruiting youth,
as well as for overseeing one of the
detention facilities in the Qanfouda area.
He is also considered one of the principal
suspects in numerous kidnapping and murder
operations carried out within the city.

All necessary legal measures weretaken,
and he was referred to the Office of the
Attorny General .
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A group of individuals unlawfully seized a
property in the city of Tripoli consisting of
six (6) commercial shops, with an estimated
value of (25 million LYD) through the forgery of
official documents and records.

This act was carried out in collusion with
an employee of the State Property
Authority, who abused his official capacity
and legal powers in exchange for illicit
benefits (bribery), thereby facilitating the
forgery procedures and completing the
unlawful takeoverof the property.

Such conduct constitutes a clear violation
of the applicable legislation and amounts
to serious crimes affecting public funds
and undermining trust in state institutions.
All necessary legal measures were taken,
and the suspects were referred to the
Office of the Attorny General on
(28/05/2025).
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A female suspect was apprehended for
black mailing an employee working at a
currency exchange office in the city of
Tripoli with the aim of obtaining substantial
sums of money.

During the investigationand evidence
gathering process, it was established that
other individuals employed by the same
company were involved in defrauding the
company owner, resulting in total financial
losses amounting to (27 million LYD)
asdetermined following an inventory and
audit process.

All individuals implicated in the acts of
blackmail and fraud were arrested, the
necessary legal measures were taken, and
they were referred to the Office of the
Attorny General on (29/05/2025).
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Cyber Blackmail and Electronic Threats: Reality, Methods, and
Legal and Psychological Impacts

In parallel with the rapid digital revolution, the use of
social media platforms has become an essential part
of daily life, given the opportunities they provide for
communication and learning. However, at the same
time, these platforms have contributed to the
emergence of deviant digital practices that have
negatively affected users’ security and privacy.
Foremost among these practices is cyber or digital
blackmail, which has increase ingly become a source
of psychological and social threat to a wide segment
of youth.

The methods of cyber blackmail have varied, including
threats to publish private photo graphs, leak sensitive
personal data, demand financial compensation in
exchange for refrain ing from defa mation,or exploit
emo tional or family relationships as a means of
blackmail. Such acts result in severe psycho logical con
sequences for victims, most nota bly anxiety, social
isolation, and depression, which in some cases may
escalate to suicidal ideation.

Accordingly, this study seeks to define this phe
nomenon by examining the crime of cyber black mail,
tracing its development from traditional forms to
electronic forms, identify ing its methods, and
diagnosing the psycho logical effects it leaves on
victims.

The Evolution of Crime from the Traditional
to the Electronic Domain

Crime or criminality is considered an expres sion of
beha vior that operates outside the framework of
society and authority. It en compasses vast numbers
of offenders who operate within highly complex and
sophisti cated systems that often surpass those adopt
ed by the most advanced institutions.

Members of such criminal networks are sub ject to
severe internal rules and sanctions, and their activities
are carried out according to precise plans that yield
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substantial illicit prof its.

Cyber blackmail has been defined by many scholars as
a method of exerting pressure and coercion on the
victim through the use of electronic means to achieve
criminal object tives, whether material or moral. If the
victim fails to comply with the perpetra tor’s de
mands, the latter proceeds to disclose the information
publicly, placing the victim in a dilemma between
submission and exposure to scandal.

Thus, cyber blackmail may be described as the act of
threatening a victim via digital means with the
dissemination of personal infor mation, images, or
sensitive data for the pur pose of obtaining money or
achieving personal gains.

Cybercrime represents a technologically facili tated
extension of traditional crime and in cludes offenses
such as terrorism, organized crime, violent crimes, and
money laundering, among others.

What distinguishes digital crimes from con ventional
crimes is their continuous nature and their inde
pendence from the physical presence of offenders.
These crimes often pursue multiple objectives,
foremost among them the spread of corruption.
Moreover, cybercrimes differ from traditional crimes
in that they rely fundamentally on the use of
computers, networks, or other infor mation and
communication technologies, whether as the target of
the crime or as a tool employed by the perpetra tor.

The Main Methods of Committing the Crime

of Cyber Blackmail Include the Following:
First: Unauthorized Access to Information Systems to

Obtain the Blackmail Material:

Unauthorized access to information systems consti
tutes the primary and most common method for
committing electronic crimes. This is achieved by
bypassing passwords or various security measures,
allowing the of fender to gain entry into the targeted
system. This act is commonly referred to as hacking.

Second: Exploiting Material Voluntarily Sent
as Blackmail Material:

This method involves the offender exploiting infor
mation that was voluntarily sent to them due to a

personal relationship with the victim or for any other

From our point of view, electronic threats have a more
severe impact on the victim due to the ease with
which the offender can reach the victim,sometimes bale

frame work of the cri me of threats.

The actual feeling of fear on the part of the victim is
not a required condition.

The occurrence or non-occurrence of such fear does
not affect the establishment of the crime, nor does
the offender’s claim that they did not intend to
threaten or instill fear in the victim. The assessment
of whether the crime has occurred falls within the
discretionary authority of the trial judge, who
adjudicates the case based onits circumstances and
factual elements.
The existence of criminal intent is required.
The legal provision stipulates that the threat must be
committed intentionally, meaning that the offender is aware
that they are threatening the victim with unlawful harm and
intends to do so with the purpose of instilling fear in the
victim. It is not required that this intent includes the actual
execution of the threatened act; rather, the essence of the
crime lies in the mere act of threatening to inflict unlawful
harm upon the victim.
The penalty prescribed for this crime takes two
forms:
1) The Simple Form:
In this case, the penalty is discretionary between
im prisonment and a fine. Pursuant to Article (430/1) of
the Libyan Penal Code, the perpetrator of the crimein its
simple form shall be punished by imprisonment foperiod
not exceeding six months or by a fine not ex ceeding fifty
Libyan dinars. Criminal proceedings in this form shall not
be instituted except upon a com plaint filed by the
victim.
2) The Aggravated Form:
This form constitutes a misdemeanor punishable
by imprisonment.
The penalty is aggravated when any of the
aggravate ing circumstances set forth in Article
(430), paragraph two, are present, namely:

the pen alty shall be imprisonment for a peri od
not exceeding one year.

The initiation of criminal proceedings in this form s
not contingent upon a complaint by the victim,
indicating that any subsequent waiver or with
drawal by the victim has no effect.

The rationale behind aggravating the penalty in
such circumstances lies in the gravity of the act
and the extent of harm inflicted upon the victim.
Accordingly, there is a need for specific legisla tive
provisions addressing this crime, as well as
qualified authorities specialized in investigation
and inquiry into cybercrimes, in order to facilitate
access and the submission of reports.

This should be accompanied by the dissemi nation of
awareness among various segmen tsof society through
workshops and aware ness programs highlighting the
risks of crimes commit ted electronically.

The rapid technological development wit nessed
worldwidehasrendered electronically committed crimes
among the most significant challenges confronting states
today.

In conclusion, this work constitutes an approved | <
